Burton Technology is having its annual science fair! You and a partner will be designing, running, analyzing, and presenting your own lab. Over the upcoming weeks, you will be implementing a lab of your choice and presenting this data at the Burton Technology Science Fair on May 27th, 2015!

This is your chance to show the school the scientists that you have become over the past year. You are the scientific experts.
Your poster for the science fair will have the following components:

(1) Introduction to the topics being studied by your lab.

(2) Description of the procedure

(3) Data and results with corresponding tables and graphs

(4) Discussion of the results and what the data indicates 

Essentially, you are going to be writing a formal lab report and putting this information on a poster to present.

Your presentation and report will be graded (1 – 4, 1 being the lowest score and 4 being the highest) on the following aspects:

· Data Collection

· Conclusion/Summary

· Presentation
